Example 1 — Travel to work with stops and a change
of passenger

John is a male driver who is 36 years old. On September 8,
John and his wife, Mary (who is 32 years old), leave their
home at 7:05 a.m. to go to work (he should enter 1
passenger in the box beside age group 25 to 34 in
Question 3).

On the way, they stop to fill up the car with $34.96 of gas and
pick up coffee. John then stops to drop Mary off at her office
and arrives at his work at 7:55 a.m.

The odometer read 74,836 kiloi.a**2s when they left home;
74,842 when they stopped fer fuel; 74,251 when John dropped
Mary off and 74,861 kilom~tre: when John arrived at work.

They drove 7 kilometres on roads with posted speed limits of
80 km/h or more netwe >n when they stopped for coffee and
when John droppec Mary off.

This woula.be considered as three trips: home to gas
station, ga: s:ation to Mary’s office and Mary’s office to
Jeln’c office. The completed trips for this example are
on pages 6 and 7.

Example 2 — Many stops while driving as part of the job

On July 8, Sam, a 25-year-old deliveryman, drives to work
using his own car. Then he drives a delivery van, which is the
vehicle chosen for the survey.

When he gets in his delivery van at 7:30 a.m., the odometer
reading is 82,456 kilometres. During the day, he delivers
bakery products to many stores within the city.

At 4:00 p.m., he returns to the bakery, and then takes his car
home. The odometer of the delivery van at the end of the day
reads 82,570 kilometres.

The driving Sam did using the van can be reported as one
trip since he made many stops throughout the day AS
PART OF HIS JOB. Sam does not report his trip to and
from his workplace since he was not driving the vehicle
chosen for the survey. The completed trip for this
example is on page 7.

It is the goal of this survey to provide quarterly and annual estimates of vehicle
usage and fuel consumption. Transport Canada and Natural Resources
Canada sponsor the survey and use the information in conjunction with other
data to monitor how vehicle use changes over time and how use affects safety,
fuel consumption and the environment. The results are also the prime source
of road vehicle use information for researchers and interested members of the
public. Prior to this survey, there was no valid, comprehensive source for this
information in Canada, even though about ninety percent of all travel in Canada
is by road.

Why this vehicle was chosen

Your vehicle was one of those that was selected-=.vour province/territory so
that we can find out how you use it over the stated time L 2riod. To save money,
we are keeping the number of vehicles sairoled to 'a minimum, so it is
important that we get your response. Your resnor.ze is not analysed in any way
that identifies you or your vehicle - it is ori*u221 tO us when combined with all
the other responses. We get a reprcenntative picture by picking vehicles at
random from the official vehicle reg straticn tiies, in order to cover the entire
country and all types of vehicles; ana we cover the whole year by picking new
ones every week. Once the compiated forms are returned, we combine them to
obtain the total distance drive: .

The profile created from the sc mple includes the total distance driven for each
day of the week, and‘vaci hour within the day, by sex and age group of drivers,
by trip purpose, ari by riahways and other roads.

The recordec.number 3f passengers for each trip is used to calculate vehicle
occupancy, whicinis multiplied by the distance driven to give the total
passenge: kiloraetres of travel in a year. Passenger-kilometres is the main
meastire use fo compare travel by different means of transport - for example
the exienwof car travel versus travel by plane, train, intercity bus or urban
taanyit.

iow we use each question

Odometer readings are the most important of all, allowing us to know the
kilometres travelled each trip and the total travelled by the vehicle during the
survey days. These are essential to calculate the amount of travel in the
country each year.

Date and time of departure and arrival, tell us when trips start and finish, so
we can show, for example, how much travel is on weekdays compared to
weekends, in the morning and evening rush-hours compared to the middle of
the day, or in the middle of the night. These data can be used to show how
staggered working hours are spreading the peaks, whether Sunday shopping is
shifting traffic from weekdays, whether changes in night-time accidents
involving alcohol are partly due to changes in night-time traffic and so on.
These questions also give us the trip duration in hours and minutes, which
helps us determine how much of total travel is made up of very short local trips
and how much of long intercity trips.

Detailed Information For Your Interest

Number of passengers carried lets us calculate vehicle occupancy. The
details of passengers by age group are primarily for safety analyses. By
multiplying the number of passengers carried by the distance we produce
passenger-kilometres, the best indicator of the extent of personal travel, and its
breakdown by time of day, trip purpose, etc. This information allows for
comparisons of car travel to travel by public transport - showing for instance,
how the share of total long-distance travel by plane is rising, while shares by
train and intercity bus are declining; or how the share of short-distance travel by
public transit is declining. Average occupancies by type of vehicle, trip purpose
and time of day are very important for measuring trends in congestion, fuel
consumption and vehicle emissions.

Trip start and end place tell us why you are travelling by road, useful
information for those who are involved with planning urban land use, public
transit and air, bus and rail services. The answers let us know, whether leisure
travel is growing faster than commuting, or whether pevple are travelling longer
distances to do their shopping.

The driver information is asked to provide“i:e driver's sex and age group,
particularly for computation of accident rates by’ each group. The age
categories listed are those normally uscd=hyv sarety agencies in compiling
accident reports, so the estimates of <iametres traveled by age group can be
combined with records of accident in-olvement to give accidents per
vehicle-kilometre.

Type of road attempts to disuiguich between travel on urban streets, and that
on highways or in rural ceiictions. We are attempting to do this by asking you
how much of each trip is on ro.ds with posted speed limits of 80 km/h or more,
which we will use as-a? aynrox.mation of highway or rural conditions. This is an
important distinctica sinc> safety, fuel consumption and emissions differ greatly
between urban strects, and highways or rural conditions. But it is a difficult
distinction toymake, by cause people often don't know whether they are in an
urban or a rural e.2a, or whether the road they are on is classified as a street or
a highway.. The clearest difference that most people are aware of is the speed
limit. . Of course, we realise many drivers will not know exactly how many
kilomeireshey drive on roads with posted speed limits of 80 km/h or more
curn g a irip, so we expect only the best approximate answer the driver is able
to pluvide.

Fuzl purchases asks if any fuel was purchased during the trip. The answers
will be used to calculate fuel consumption in order to monitor trends in fuel use.
The best way to calculate the fuel consumption is to have the odometer reading
and amount of fuel purchased for 2 fill-ups (fuel tank is full after the fuel
purchase). So, if possible, please provide information for 2 fill-ups on the
following pages. Without 2 fill-ups, it is possible to estimate fuel consumption
by knowing the odometer reading and quantity of fuel purchased on several
occasions, which is why we ask for 5 partial fill-ups if you are unable to provide
2 fill-ups.
